William Blake’s iconoclastic visions are revered now,  but they made his contemporaries uncomfortable. This is also true of the freedom of speech and action of Mary Wollstonecraft, one of the other literary godparents of the writers like Mary Shelley, Percy Bysshe Shelley, Anna Laetitia Barbauld, etc. whose visionary works  make up the balance of this course.

(You should also have a good desk dictionary at your disposal [i.e. Oxford or Webster], as well as access to a writing reference with a glossary [i.e. Rooke or Hacker]).

Group Learning/Evaluation

Over the term, there will be 4 “Critical Reading/Issues Tests” (CRITs). The purposes of these tests include the following:

• to motivate close, critical and analytical reading of literary texts

• to ensure that each member of your group and of the class comes to class prepared

• to signal important material for group discussion and for classroom lectures.

You will take each test (composed of 15 multiple-choice or true/false questions) first individually, and then you will repeat the same test as a group. Both results count; your final grade will include both your individual score and the group score, which will be shared by each member of the group.

NB: Group members who are absent for a CRIT cannot share the mark on that group CRIT.

Assignments (Individual and Group)

In addition to CRITs there will be brief group assignments to be completed during class time. Each member of the group shares the group's mark.

NB: Group members who are absent for a particular assignment cannot share the mark on that group assignment.

Some assignments to be completed individually will not be done in class.

Peer Evaluation

At the end of the course students will award each group member a mark based on their evaluation of each member’s performance in and contribution to the group. The individual peer evaluation mark will be the average of all other group members’ scores for that individual.

Research Essay

Students will be required to write one essay of approximately 6-10 pages (MLA format and style as taught in Engl 2013; see the OWL at Purdue site) Possible topics will be handed out in class.

Final Examination

There will be a final, exam on material from the entire course, format to be discussed in class. Usually, there are 2 kinds of questions on an exam:
a) identification and/or definition of important literary terms and concepts

b) two “compare and contrast” type essay sections.

You will have several questions to chose from in each section.

Late Work And Absences

As a responsible adult, it is up to you to keep track of assignments and due dates.


Essays and individual assignments are due at the beginning of the class period indicated on the work outline. Extensions must be requested at least one day before the assignment is due; the extensions form must be completed with the professor, and attached to the paper when it is handed in. 

Students who submit late written assignments for reasons beyond their control will not be penalized if they inform the instructor of their situation at least a day before the assignment is due. When appropriate, documentation of the need for an extended due date will be required. All other late assignments will have 10% of the assigned grade deducted for the first late day, and another 10% for the second to seventh days. This method of calculation includes weekends. After one week, the assignment will not be accepted.

Students who miss CRITs or Team Assignments for legitimate, documented reasons will be allowed an opportunity to do a make-up essay, which must be completed by the subsequent CRIT. Whenever possible, the professor should be informed of your impending absense at least a day in advance. Those who missed CRITs or assignments without notice or legitimate, documented reasons will receive a grade of “0”. Team members who are absent for a particular assignment cannot share the mark on that team assignment.

Expectations, Evaluation, Academic Misconduct
